Entry Requirements

Here at Furze Platt we recognise how essential it is to
match a Sixth Form pathway to a young person’s needs and
ambitions. We also recognise the inherent challenge of Level
3 study and so base our entry requirements for our pathways
on a student’s average GCSE point score.

The'Extended and Extended+ Pathways

Entry to the Extended Pathway requires students to achieve
an average point score of between 6.2 and 7.24 in their GCSE
subjects, along with at least a grade 5 in both English and
Maths. This entitles students to choose three linear A-Level
gualifications as well as the opportunity to take an additional
fourth qualification such as a stand-alone AS-Level in Maths
or Further Maths, or the Extended Project Qualification.

There may be some students who wish to choose the
Extended+ Pathway and study 4 A-Levels. This will be
possible where students achieve an average point score of
7.25 or above in their GCSE subjects, along with at least a
grade 5 in both English and Maths.

The Academic Pathway

In order to access the Academic Pathway, students will need
to achieve an average point score of between 4.7 and 6.19
in their GCSE subjects, along with at least a grade 5 in both
English and Maths. This will enable students to study three
linear A-Level qualifications, or any subjects from the Applied
or Applied+ Pathway.

The Applied+ Pathway is similar to the Applied Pathway
but with the additional option to take a subject from
our Academic qualifications. To qualify for this pathway,
students will need to achieve an average point score of
between 4.3 and 4.69 in their GCSE subjects, along with at
least a grade 4 in both English and Maths. This will enable
students to join the Applied+ Pathway and to study
one BTEC and two further subjects, with one selection
permitted from the Academic Qualifications.

The Applied Pathway represents the minimum
requirement to enter Furze Platt’s Sixth Form. To qualify
for this pathway, an average point score of between 3.5
and 4.29 will be required, along with a grade 4 in both
English and Maths. This will enable students to join the
Applied Pathway and to study at least one BTEC and two
further applied subjects.

One Modern Language may be enough for a language degree
and a single language is often combined with other subjects
at university. Business Studies with a language is one of the
fastest growing courses at universities. But two languages at
A-Level widens the choice.

Practical music through Academies; Musicology at
universities. Many combined courses, e.g. Music with
German available.

Maths or Further Maths A-Level is expected for Oxbridge
entry. Physics and Chemistry routes applicants must also
study Maths A-Level. For the Biological route, Maths AS may
suffice, but A-Level is recommended.

Pharmacists must have a degree in Pharmacy from an
approved School of Pharmacy.

Universities often offer joint honours courses including
Politics (such as Politics & Law or Politics & Sociology) that
sometimes have a slightly lower grade requirement.

Approved Psychology degree recognised by BPS necessary,
if wanting a career in Psychology. Competitive entry. Work
experience very useful.

For Secondary teaching a degree the same as or at least
containing the teaching subject is necessary, i.e. choose
a degree at least some of the content of which is directly
relevant to secondary education.



n addition to specialist teaching rooms, Sixth Form students

benefit from a dedicated Sixth Form area, housing the
common room, teaching rooms and study rooms. There
is a plentiful supply of desktop computers, and we have a
brand-new secure storage and charging unit for students
who wish to bring their own laptops and tablets to school.
The school has recently invested heavily in many areas
of the school and boasts a fully equipped Theatre with
gymnasium style seating — perfect for visiting speakers who
regularly talk to Sixth Form students - a 3-storey Science and
English block, multi-purpose, professional drama and dance
studios, our own recording studio, and a highly-equipped
Maths block. The school benefits from enviable sporting
facilities, including floodlit tennis/netball/basketball courts,
a 60-station gym and a professional, floodlit all-weather
pitch.

urze Platt Sixth Form students are active and involved

both across the school and the wider community.
Students undertake a range of leadership roles including
a variety of specific ambassador roles, through the House
system as House Captains and as Year Captains, and as the
Head Students and Deputy Head Students of the school
overall. Sixth Formers organise and run a multitude of
peer mentoring schemes as well as coordinating Student
Voice through the running of the School Council. Sixth
Form students also organise a significant number of clubs/
societies and fundraising events, as well as participating
in the Duke of Edinburgh Award Scheme, National
Citizenship Service programmes and Eton College Summer
School. Wednesday afternoons are dedicated to personal
development and extra-curricular activities, with students
choosing from a programme that includes all manner
of sporting activities, as well as practical and cultural
activities. Students’ understanding of moral and ethical
issues is enhanced through the tutor programme, which
focuses on areas of current affairs and personal and cultural
development.




Sixth Form students are extremely well nurtured and
cared for at Furze Platt. Each student is placed in a
friendly Sixth Form tutor group where their academic
and personal development is overseen and supported.

Mentor and Coach, a member of support staff who
provides guidance, resources and support in developing
students’ study skills and approaches.
